Introduction
Baseball clinics for players from Westwood and the 
Township of Washington, ages 7-16, will again be 
offered this summer. The clinics, which will be con-
ducted by Mr. Joe Yurko, the Head Baseball Coach at 
Westwood Jr./Sr. High School, will consist of one week 
sessions, organized according to age and will be held at 
Meadowbrook Park, Westvale Park, and Clark Field.

Our Philosophy
Being the BEST player that you can be

At these clinics there will be a very strong emphasis 
placed upon individual instruction, with each player 
being taught those special skills peculiar to any and all 
positions. Special attention will be given to those areas 
for which each camper requests instruction in. There will 
be no baseball games or team competition among camp-
ers. The camps will be purely instructional in nature. 
Individual campers will be given personal attention by 
Coach Yurko and his camp staff.

Purpose
The purpose of these clinics will be to give instruction 
on the various aspects of the game of baseball so as to 
prepare campers for competition on their current level 
and for competition on the next level. Areas to be cov-
ered include the following:
Catching: Campers will be taught fundamental tech-
niques such as giving signals, receiving stance, throw-
ing stance, receiving and throwing techniques, calling 
a game, and identifying and exploiting the weaknesses 
of hitters.
Pitching: Campers will be taught the proper use of 
the legs and feet in pitching as well as correct wind up 
techniques and arm and hand action.
Hitting: Campers will be given instruction on the criti-
cal aspects of hitting-stance, balance, grip, hand and arm 
position, the swing, and follow through.
Baserunning: Campers will be instructed in the fun-
damentals of running the bases-leads, stealing, and 
rounding and cutting the bases.
Fielding: Campers will be instructed in proper fi elding 
and throwing techniques for infi elders and outfi eld-
ers.
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Biography
Coach Joe Yurko has taught and 
coached at Westwood High School 
for 37 years and has served as 
Head Baseball Coach for the past 
20 years. In 2010 Coach Yurko 
reached the 300 victory milestone 
and he ranks as the winningest 
varsity baseball coach in school 
history.  Over the last 15 years the 

Cardinals have established themselves as one of the top 
Group I/II schools in North Jersey, compiling a record 
of   255–129–1, winning 20 or more games nine times 
and qualifying for the county tournament ten times 
and the state tournament fourteen times. The 2005 
Cardinals won a share of the BCSL American League 
Championship. Their overall record of 24–4 was the 
best of any baseball team at Westwood in the last 25 
years and the second best in school history.  In 2005 
the Cardinals established 23 individual and team single 
season records.  The 2006 Cardinals, after reaching both 
the County Tournament and State Sectional Tournament 
finals, were selected as THE BERGEN COUNTY 
GROUP I/II BASEBALL TEAM of the YEAR by The 
Record and the Bergen County Coaches Association. 
The 2008 also won a share of the BCSL American 
League Championship, Coach Yurko’s fourth League 
Championship.  The 2010 Cardinals reached the Bergen 
County Tournament Finals, the second Cardinals team 
to have done so in the last fi ve years.  

Time
The camps will be held Tuesday through Friday 
from 9 a.m. to 12 p. m. at Westvale Park (July 6-9); 
Monday through Friday from 9 a.m. to 12 p.m. at 
Meadowbrook Park (July 12-16); Monday through 
Friday from 9 a.m. to 12 p.m. at Clark Field (July 
19-23); Monday through Friday from 9 a.m. to 12 
p.m. at Clark Field (July 26-30); Monday through 
Friday from 9 a.m. to 12 p.m. at Meadowbrook Park 
(August 2-6). 

Rain Dates
Clinics will be made up on Saturdays or daily sessions 
may be lengthened to make up for lost time.

Tuition/Payment
The cost for each one week session will be $160 
per camper. Westwood campers should make their 
checks out to the Westwood Baseball Association.  
Campers from the Township of Washington should 
make their checks out to Mr. Joe Yurko. Checks 
should be made out to the Westwood Baseball Associa-
tion. Payments are non-refundable and must be received 
at least one week in advance of the selected clinic to 
ensure placement. Walk-ups will be accepted provided 
that enrollment does not exceed a workable number of 
campers. Payment for the fi rst session must be received 
by Thursday, June 24. Please complete the enclosed 
application form, checking the session that your son or 
daughter wishes to attend.
